No campers allowed on fairgrounds before 8 am Monday of fair week.

All Junior exhibitors must make application for camping permit at the time they file
their entry forms. This includes application for parent’s camper. Failure to apply at
the time of entry may cause you to be denied a permit._Youth campers must be
under the supervision of an adult.

Camping permits must be picked up at the Fair Office and be placed on your camping unit on the
day your camper or tent arrives at the fairgrounds. Camping fee does pertain to tents.

Hospital parking lot will not be open for camping until Tuesday morning at 8 am.

*Department of Health Regulation requires each camper must catch any waste water and
dispose of it in city sewer, septic system, or at a drain behind the milk house.

All requests for camping permits must be submitted to Executive Secretary, Barron Co. Fair,
51 E. Euclid, Barron, W1 54812. This applies to all campers.

If camping at the fairgrounds, ALL BARRON COUNTY YOUTH including non-exhibitors must be
chaperoned by their parent or legal guardian.
NO PETS OF ANY KIND ARE PERMITTED ON THE FAIRGROUNDS AT ANY TIME!

This includes dogs, cats, ferrets, etc., on a leash, in a carrier, purse or large bag, or held in any person’s
arms. The only exceptions are service animals that are properly identified, or animals that are part of an
attraction, exhibit or demonstration. Visitors found with pets will be asked to take them home. Animals
are not to be left in unattended vehicles in the parking lot (including campers) under any circumstance.
This policy is in place not only for the safety of other visitors, but for the welfare of the animal.
